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Performing Arts Classes

Drama, Elementary 
This class is an introduction to theatre.  Students have fun using imagination, improvisation, and learning techniques of ensemble performance.  One large production is performed in the spring.  Grades are based on class participation.

Drama, High School and Middle School
This class, for students ages 13 through 18, is an advanced study of technique, text analysis, and ensemble work.  There will be one winter and one spring production.  Grades are based on class participation.

Voice Ensemble
This class, for all ages, covers all types of fabulously fun and challenging acapella music.  Choreographed and performed for special events throughout the year.  This pass/fail class is graded on class participation. 

Middle and High School Classes
Business Writing
This class uses a college format to teach business skills such as building a resume, writing many types of business letters, marketing, problem solving, email etiquette, reports, presentations, and more.  Students will each act as a director of a company, building the business and managing problems as they arise.  Grades are based on class performance and writing projects.

World History

This year, this class will focus on world history (world and American history alternate school years).  The goal of this class will be for each student to see history as a living, breathing subject.  Each month will focus on a different time period in history.  We will focus on cause and effect and on the people more than on dates.  Class participation will be an important part of the grading.  
Art
In this class we will take a serious approach to learning about drawing, painting and the elements and principles of art, including line, color, value, emphasis, balance, variety and proportion. We will take an in-depth look at famous artists and art movements and apply what we learn to our own art projects.

Geography and Cultures
Our teacher has extensive knowledge and experience in world travel and passes that excitement to her students through media, research, crafts, and demonstrations.  Students are graded according to class participation, map quizzes, and projects.


Math Tutoring
Our math classes use the Saxon curriculum.  Students are graded through tests.  The teacher covers material at the student’s pace, allowing him/her to fully grasp each concept.  Tutoring is arranged between teacher and student at a mutually convenient time on Wednesday s.

Electricity and Technology

Every class period of this fun, fascinating class includes a hands-on activity. There will be homework each week (mainly reading) to help with preparation for the next week’s activity.  Projects include building a lamp, car, boat, and rocket, circuits, and robotics.  This is a 4H sponsored class, so included will be projects to be entered in the Jefferson Co. Fair and the opportunity to compete in Communications. The class will be taught by 4H and Masters’ instructors and the monthly fee will cover all materials. 

Physical Science
This class uses the Apologia curriculum.  While students are assigned reading from the text and tests cover text in addition to class topics, classes focus on experiments, discussion, and discovery.  This class has an additional lab fee to be determined by the instructor.  Topics include creation, air, atmosphere, water, hydrosphere, lithosphere, weather, motion, Newton’s Laws, and magnetic and other forces.

Biology
Like physical science, this class uses the Apologia curriculum.  While students are assigned reading from the text and tests cover text in addition to class topics, classes focus on experiments, discussion, and discovery.  This class will meet for 1 ½ hours and will have an additional lab fee to be determined by the instructor.  Labs include dissections – prepare to get dirty.  Topics cover all forms of life from bacteria and fungi to insects, animals, and plants.  Creation will be discussed and compared to the theory of evolution to give students a firm foundation in biblically-based science.

Chemistry
While based on Apologia curriculum, this class focuses on experiments corresponding to the curriculum.  Grades are based on class participation and tests.  Topics include energy, temperature, matter, atoms/molecules, acids/bases, solutions, thermodynamics, gases, kinetics, and oxidation/reduction.
Vet Science

The instructor, Mrs. Marita Justice, is a graduate of Morehead State University in Veterinary Technology.  She worked for ten years in both large and small practices until "retiring" to have a family and her very own menagerie of dogs, cats, rabbits, dogs, goats, dogs, chickens, and cattle. In this class, students will learn the anatomy, physiology, and behavior of various species as well as the diagnosis and treatment of diseases in animals.  We will have many hands-on learning activities, speakers, and field trips
 
 

Elementary Classes
World Literature and Composition 
This class does not use a curriculum, but instead examines individual works of classic and modern children’s literature.  Students participate in class discussions about the works, authors, times, and values, enjoy fun activities relating to the works, and write short essays of varying style: creative, persuasive, and summarization.  In addition, students contribute to the school newspaper.

History
This basic history class covers American and World History.  Interactive learning combined with classroom instruction make this class fun.  Some basic social studies will be covered as well.  American history will focus on colonialism, Revolutionary War, Civil War, World War I, and World War II.  World history covers major explorers, ancient history, and world wars.  Social studies will include the American presidents and some basic American geography.  Grades will be based on class participation, tests and several projects.

Art
In this elementary art class we will have a lot of fun learning about colors and design. We will explore a variety of mediums and learn about several famous artists.

Young Explorers, Part II
Based on Apologia’s Young Explorers Series that follows the days of creation, this class is not graded, but instead focuses on inspiring the desire to explore the wonderful world of God’s creation.  In Part II, we will study the fifth day of creation with the book, Zoology I: Flying Creatures through the fall semester and Zoology II: Swimming Creatures during the spring.  Students are responsible for purchasing the corresponding journals, not the textbook.  A field trip to the Newport Aquarium will be arranged for students and families at the end of the year.
Life Classes
(for any age, assuming appropriate comprehension level)
International Cooking

This fun class mixes creativity with the technical aspects of cooking and baking.  Students learn how to make dishes from around the world, working with varied spices and ingredients.  Several prepare-at-home projects are assigned during the year. Students receive a certificate upon completion.  An ingredient fee of $100 accompanies this course.
Sewing

This exciting class teaches basic to intermediate sewing through fun, imaginative projects.  Students will make their own dolls, doll clothes, clothes for themselves, accessories, aprons, pillows, embroidery, knitting, and many more.  This is a great class to take with a friend or mom!  Each student must bring her own sewing machine.  A $100 material fee accompanies this course.
Hebrew

Have fun learning the basics of this beautiful and complex language, while gaining an understanding of Jewish culture and history.  This class is suitable for middle school students through adults!  Grades are based on class participation and several tests.

Public Speaking
The number-one fear of people in America is speaking in public. This class concentrates on conquering that fear by mastering the basics of public speaking. We will learn how to organize a speech, write an outline and prepare three major speeches: informative, persuasive, and demonstrative. We will learn to make visual aids and have the opportunity to compete in a public speaking competition.

Study Hall and Game Room

With enrollment in two or more classes, students may enroll in this supervised class to allow mothers some free time.  Two separate rooms will be available to give studying students a quiet atmosphere.  Students will be responsible for their own work.  There will not be a registration fee, but monthly tuition rates apply.
